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High Potential and Academically Gifted Class (HPAG) — Year 5
This year a High Potential and Academically Gifted class will operate in a school in the Shellharbour
area.

What is a High Potential and Academically Gifted (HPAG) class?

The HPAG class is a withdrawal program that operates one day per week, Thursday. The class will
be in the Shellharbour area at a school other than the student’'s regular school that is yet to be
determined. The class provides a dedicated learning environment for Year 5 students from a range
of schools and aims to provide enriched learning experiences for academically gifted students
to assist them to optimise their learning.

The program will commence in Term 2 and will operate for a period of 25 weeks, concluding in Week
4 Term 4. Transport to and from the host school is by parental arrangement.

How will the program be financed?

The cost will be funded by the school however it is anticipated that parent support for additional
expenses will need to be made.
